ALLELUIA! Christ is risen! Writing this on
Holy Saturday, | feel justified in beginning
my article with these words. Churches
and cathedrals throughout the land will
be bedecked with flowers after the
austerity of Lent, the scent of lilies in the
air (allergy sufferers beware!) and bells
will ring out joyfully on Easter Sunday
morning. The Passion, death and
Resurrection of Jesus that Christians
celebrate through Lent and Holy Week
and with joy at Easter, this story brings
hope, reminding us that death is not the
end but that through Jesus Christ we
have the promise of eternal life. Coming
as it does in springtime, new life is all
around us; blue tits are busily going in
and out of the nesting box in the Rectory
garden, the first lambs in the Nepcote
flock have arrived (although the lambs at
Clapham and Patching were born some
weeks earlier) and fresh leaves in a
myriad shades of green, sometimes
tinged with pink or orange, adorn the
trees and shrubs, with hedgerows white
with may blossom. Seeds sown begin to
sprout. Isn’t creation wonderful?!

On a more sober note, we heard this
week of the devastating fire that has
caused so much damage to Notre Dame
in Paris, and my heart goes out to the
people of France, but isn’t it heartening to
hear how individuals and companies
have pledged financial support for the
rebuilding work. Old buildings regularly
need maintenance and renovation work,
and our 3 churches are no exception. We
are so lucky to have 3 grade 1 listed
buildings in the villages and | hope you

value these as part of our heritage even if

you do not worship in them. So many
walkers visit and are awed by the
architecture and the sense of peace they
find inside. Have you thought of pledging
a regular donation either direct to the
PCC or through the Friends groups?
Although many people respond with
generosity to a direct need (such as the
bell maintenance at Findon which will be
carried out in the autumn) there is an
ongoing need for money just for the day-
to-day running costs and minor repairs as
they occur. Have you written or revised
your will recently? Previous bequests
have meant that we have had reserves to
draw on when what might have been a
routine job turns out to be a major
undertaking, but these funds are finite!
This year both Findon and Patching
Church will undergo their Quinquennial
Inspection and although the buildings
appear to be in reasonable condition, we
won’t know the financial implications of
any essential work until we receive the
report from the church architect. Clapham
church is currently working through the
recommendations from their inspection a
couple of years ago. Fortunately,
identified work is categorised into
‘essential’ or ‘desirable’, giving a bit of
leeway over time to complete it!

Finally, | heard this week that the bus
routes in Findon Village have been
altered, meaning that although a bus
can be caught from outside the Gun,
the same bus no linger returns through
the Village. Check timetables before
setting out!

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Gardening Titbits

My favourite Heuchera, without
question, has always been “Palace
Purple” with its semi- evergreen, multi-
tonal leaves of purple-brown, glowing
beetroot-red on the undersides when
the sun shines through them. A glorious
sight. The evergreen purple ones do
not quite match up. Now, there is
another fabulous one called “Paris”.
This one is evergreen with small silvery-
green rounded leaves, marbled with
dark green veins. It carries never-
ending coral-rose flower stems 12 — 18”
high which appear in early April and
continue until the frosts. It is another
must-have for me now.

Last year, we had excitement with our
newly acquired bamboo plant. The lady
next door was moving and could not
take it with her so we gratefully
accepted it and placed it on our
sheltered patio in full sun. It responded
well to watering once a week and a one-
off sprinkling of granular fertiliser in
spring. One day | saw something amiss
in the tub and blamed my husband.
“‘Have you put something in the bamboo
tub?” “No.” “It looks like a stick.” “What
sort of a stick?” came his reply. “A
bamboo stick.” It suddenly dawned on
us and we rushed to investigate. Yes, it
was a new bamboo stem; 3’ tall, thin,
pointed, shiny and devoid of any leaves.
On closer inspection, there were about 7
new stems coming up. We were
ecstatic. We had had no idea what to
do with a bamboo plant but it seems to
be very happy and it is such a wonderful
addition to our display. It came through
the winter storms of 40-56 mph winds
without even a broken leaf and the
graceful shadow on the wall of 8’ tall,
elegant stems with 4” silky-smooth

oblong pointed leaves, fills the patio with
an oriental charm.

When we moved here | potted up
sections of many plants to bring with us.
One called Cimicifuga “Brunette”
(bugbane) was so happy in its
temporary plastic pot that we gave it a
new stylish clay tub as its permanent
position. Cimicifugas (renamed Actaea)
thrive in shade and look amazing from
their new lacy purple-black foliage in
spring to their 5’ tall scented spires of
white, finger-thin, plumes in autumn. |t
is a true specimen plant and so easy to
grow, and no support necessary. There
is also a green variety.

When another set of neighbours left
(was it something we said?) they
passed more tubs on to us, one of which
has turned out to be Pieris “Katsura”, a
new variety to me. What a beauty this is
and small enough to grow in a tub. |
admired it from afar but close up it is
breathtaking. So, Les and Brenda, if
you are reading this, | have placed it in
the north facing courtyard by the mirror
so we get twice the impact of the pale
rose, lily of the valley flowers, which
started in March. It is stunning.

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Crime Report

They announced in my newspaper that
the Environmental Secretary Michael
Gove and MP Rahman Chishti plan to
give Cats the same treatment as Dogs.
All Cat owners will be required by law to
microchip their pets.

The Cats Bill will require drivers who
injure or Kill a cat to inform Police with
details of the accident.

Rescue centres and Vets will welcome
the new law as it will be easier to
identify cats that are hit. The report said
there are 11 million cats in the UK.

Stray Cats are a real problem. There
are so many that are not microchipped
and not neutered and left to roam by
their owners. The tom cats make a
nuisance of themselves looking for
females. We have regular requests to
come and take a cat away when they
are on peoples doorsteps trying to get
in through their cat flaps or terrorising
all the other cats in the neighbourhood.
Once we take them to the Vets to be
neutered they are fine. We were asked
by a local Vet recently if we could take
one such cat - without an owner he was
due to be put down as they do not have
the room to keep them. He wasn't
neutered so | agreed to take him. After
he was neutered. | went to pick him up
and phew the tom cat smell was so
awful | had to keep all the windows
open in my car on the way home. A
couple of the females found him very
attractive. Luckily the smell wore off in
a few days. We called him Bilbo
Baggins and what a lovely, friendly boy
he has turned into. He is now needing a
home. He is a handsome grey tabby
with white feet.

Recently a baby squirrel ran amok in an
old couples house and wouldn't leave.
When she telephoned the Lady said it
was curled up asleep on the settee so |
told her to take it outside and putitin a
tree or it will chew through all your
wires. They did as | advised but, ten
minutes later, pitter-patter it came
straight back in again and helped itself
to a biscuit.

One Sunday recently a girl came in
from the local farm with a mysterious
baby creature which she placed in the
palm of my hand. Just hours old, It was
black, with folded ears and a short tail.
It wasn't a rat so we all started
guessing.
